GOD'S STEPS TO FINANCIAL PROSPERITY

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Here are the steps to financial prosperity - God's way.

STEP #1: ASK GOD FOR A JOB

Guide Line #2 Go and look for a job now.

Guide Line #3 Make sure you do not work on the Lord's Day,
Sunday.

9. Disagreeableness, lack of respect for others, the "I'm right, but

the world's all wrong" attitude.

10. Misconduct, violation of rules, unwillingness to conform to
prescribed standards recognized as essential for the well-being
of all.

11. Drinking any type of alcohol.

12. Dishonesty - lying of any kind.

13. Absenteeism, found wanting in the sense of responsibility.
