Today
the over 100 churches in our fellowship (BAMA) are all self-supporting, independent Baptist
churches exercising 2 Timothy 2:2.

Bible Reading: 2 Corinthians 9:1-12

Key Verse: Verse 7 - "Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so
let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful
giver."

W. A. Criswell used to preach from Il Corinthians 9:7, ending his sermon with

He may meet his
Maker over there, but he certainly won't meet his money.'

Some went to ministerial
students, and some went to the mission field.

Early one morning John Rascus died in his sleep. On that first Lord's Day in
glory, he walked down the golden streets and a young fellow came up and said,
‘Thank you, Brother John. | was cold and lonely and it was a dark night. | saw the
lights of the church. Just to get out of the dark, | went in. While there, the darkness
left my soul and | found Jesus.'

Another came to him saying, "The preacher came to the filling station. As |
filled his tank, he told me about Jesus and | gave my heart to the Lord.'

Next, John met a throng of people who said, 'l want to thank you for those
students you helped. They preached the gospel to my family, and we found the
Lord.'
